All Woodside High School students are expected to read a minimum of one over the summer.  
WHS students will self-select the book they wish to read over the summer (150 page minimum).  

We recommend that parents review the titles and content and assist their student in making a 
suitable selection. 

  
Goals: 

1. Advance literacy and academic performance by engaging high school students in reading.  
2. Foster a love of reading in high school students through self-selected summer reading. 
 

Rationale: 

Preventing “Summer Slide” it is estimated that school summer breaks will cause the average student to lose up 
to one month of instruction, with disadvantaged students being disproportionately affected (Cooper, 1996).
